MOVIE GEEK is told in the style 
of Citizen Kane mixed with a Ken Burns-style documentary live on stage.  The action is split 
between onstage spoofs of classic movies and on-screen interviews with film historians, 
pundits and famous movie star friends. 
 
Real celebrity video cameos by Kathleen Turner, Henry Winkler, Lea DeLaria, Bill 
Cosby and others testify how the Geek touched their lives and shaped their careers.  The 
play aims to attract both film and theater audiences alike.  It is a truly passionate love letter  
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to Hollywood – a reminder of why we escape to the movies and ultimately, a tribute to the 
“geek” in all of us. 
 
The Charlie B. Theater Company is a 35-member, Los Angeles-based ensemble that was 
formed in 2001 by Andy Donald and Daniel Hartley.  In 2004, the Company introduced their 
first "Flight Series: A Workshop Festival of Original Plays" where the one-man version of 
MOVIE GEEK was first performed.
